- Property and Drug Crime are down compared to 2020 at this time

- Officers have been proactive with R.I.D.E. programs – very effective use of resources – 

charges have been laid 
- Officers will be back in schools when students can safely return to classroom learning  
- South Huron focus patrol – Foot Patrol with the Town of Exeter – 21.25 hours were 

dedicated to officers on foot patrol – many positive comments were received from the 
community

- Mental health calls – people still struggling due to the pandemic – proactive work has
